Thank you so much for your continued prayer support  which has brought healing and deliverance and is 
sustaining us.  God is faithful to hear and answer prayer.  
  
It seems eons since I left the U.S. but time is slipping by so fast that I’m having a difficult time k eeping up and 
I’m pedaling as fast as I can.  We had a visitor from Canada that just “happened to be visiting in Kis umu” so 
he was steered in our direction by my daughter-in-l aw, Cindy.  Cindy was a classmate of this man for 12 years 
while they were growing up in Nigeria, both with Mi ssionary parents.  Steve came in just when we were 
setting up the computers for the classrooms and office and he set up the entire network, did a lot of bargaining 
and was able to trouble shoot in order to get thing s running before he left saving us a considerable amount of 
money.  Steve was actually here scouting out the area as a forerunner before bringing his family back for two 
months in June.  Steve is a High School Math & Science teacher and coaches soccer so it was an automatic 
connection. 
  
The kids love working on the computer and even the pre-schoolers are having a go at it.  Many of you bought 
paper bead necklaces our kids made and the proceeds went for the purchase of the computer and set up, and 
then one of our sponsors sent matching funds for a second computer so we could start a computer lab.  (Alas! 
we have no room for a lab).  Do I hear “Enlarge the place of your tent, stretch your tent curtains wid e, do not 
hold back; lengthen your cords, strengthen your stakes”? (Isa. 54:2).  In fact we are moving furniture into the 
houses at Malava to create more space here in Kisumu and to provide some conveniences for visitors coming 
who will be spending time at Malava with the constr uction of the Multi-Purpose Hall.  Currently they a re 
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working on the foundation of the main hall and porc h and we are praying for the remaining funds to be able 
to pour the floor slab without interruption. 
  
We have a University Graduate with us since the end of April and have several visitors coming in June,  July 
and August.  Steve and his family (wife, 2 teens & 10 yr old) will be coming the end of June and will be here till 
late August.  There are two ladies who I met in Fresno, CA that will come for two weeks in mid-July.  We have 
two University students from North Carolina in July /August.  They have been given a grant to do a medi a 
production with R.O.C.K. Ministries to produce a pr esentation in order to generate funds for the Malava 
Children’s Village.  Then we will have two (last co unt) University students from Nebraska during the m onth 
of August.  In the midst of all the above, our kids  are preparing for the East Africa Student Conventi on to be 
held in Nairobi August 3-6, and are busy with vario us art projects, dance, preaching, oral readings and crafts 
for presentation. 
  
Our school also has club membership in the Kenya Wildlife Clubs.  As such students are to be involved in 
projects that preserve and address environmental issues.  The Wildlife Team from Nairobi paid us our f irst 
visit the other day and was very impressed with rec ycling paper to make the paper bead necklaces and bought 
some to take to their shop for display.  Our kids w ere also commended for their rabbit and chicken projects as 
well as their tree nursery and want to make our school a model for other clubs.  They were also impressed and 
fascinated by my pond which has a circulating pump and couldn’t figure out how the water could flow si nce 
there was no source and no outlet. (We don’t have a Wal Mart or Home Depot in Kenya).  I was not avail able 
at the time so they want to come back for an explanation. 
  
�  Please pray that we can find housing for all the vi sitors and for ease in working around every ones 

schedules.  They are primarily coming to help where  they can and to be a blessing, but we want to be a 
blessing as well.  

  
�  Pray for our staff as extra demands will be made on every one concerned.
